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The Mass of Palm Sunday 

The Roman Missal refers to the “main 
Mass” today as opposed to other 
Masses celebrated for Palm Sunday. 
Here at St Pius X we treat the Sunday 
Mass at 10 a.m. as the “main Mass” 
and we begin the day’s liturgy outside, 
where palms are blessed and the 
Gospel story is read about Our Lord’s 
triumphant entry into Jerusalem. The 
missal also refers to the “procession” 
from  the setting outside to the  church 
itself, where we begin with the Collect 
or Opening Prayer of the Palm Sunday 
Mass itself. 
It is interesting that, while we are used 
to referring to “Palm Sunday”, only the 
Gospel according to Mark refers to the 
palm branches carried by the people 
who went out to meet Jesus; today 
Matthew refers to branches people cut 
from the trees. That Gospel story is 
read only in preparation for the “main 
Mass”; otherwise, the emphasis is on 
the reading of the Passion story, so 
the day was also referred to as 
Passion Sunday. The new missal calls 
this Sunday “Palm Sunday of the 
Passion of the Lord”.
