Plastic: Local and State Governments around Australia 
spend more than $200 million per year picking up litter.

Loss of resources: Plastic bags are typically used for a short 
period of time but take hundreds of years to break down in 
landfill. While plastic bags can be recycled, only a tiny 
proportion of plastic bags are collected and reprocessed.
