The Statement shares
Pope Francis’ call to us to ‘boldly become citizens of the digital
world’, with the image of the Good Samaritan as our
inspiration.

The
bishops point out that we are called not just to be inhabitants
of this new digital world, but active citizens shaping it. All of us

promotes those human attributes and social values that lend
themselves to genuine human encounter - love,
understanding, beauty, goodness, truth and trustworthiness,
joy and hope.
