Correspondence from Bishop Paul Bird

From Monday (June 1), Victorian government restrictions on gatherings will be
eased somewhat. The change will apply to the numbers of people permitted to gather
at places of worship and the numbers permitted at ceremonies.

Places of worship can open for private worship, subject to the four square metre rule
50 people can attend a funeral
In all cases, the following requirements will still apply:

Distancing of at least 1.5 m between attendees

Signage at the church door specifying maximum number permitted at any time,
allowing 4 square metres/person

A register of attendees, including name, phone number, date & time of attendance
A reasonable time between events to allow for cleaning between each service
Cleaning with disinfectant of frequently touched surfaces.

To ensure that we can uphold all of these requirements, we will proceed very slowly.
We are aware that there will be many desiring to join in the celebration of the
Eucharist, far more than can be accommodated.

I believe it’s still a few weeks away before we are ready to celebrate Sunday Masses.
