REFLECTION by Dianne Bergant CSA

One major theme emerges from today's readings: incomprehensibility of God. We see it in the
mysterious divine name, which distinguishes the God of Israel from all others and yet leaves us in
the dark as to its meaning. We see it as God communicates with us through inanimate objects
and the people in our lives. Finally, we see that God both pardons iniquities and decides to root
out unfruitful branches, and we are confused by such inconsistency.

In the midst of this ambiguity we have one sure source of stability — Christ. It is Christ who
reveals the nature and meaning of the divine name; it is Christ who intercedes for us before God.
Christ, the one who set his face toward Jerusalem, there to suffer and die, is the great messenger
through whom God is revealed. He is the one who reveals majesty through the simplicity of a
bush; he is the one who judges with the patience of a gardener. However, the limits of the
experience and mercy of God in our lives are defined by our own openness. Despite the blessings
that we receive in the wildernesses of our lives, it could happen that God is not pleased with us.
We must not take God's goodness for granted.

These readings close on a note of caution. Take care! We might be able to rest secure in the
knowledge of the love and mercy of God, but these readings tell us that we should not dare to rest
passively or complacently.

A reading from the book of Exodus

This is what you must say to the children of Israel: | Am
has sent me to you. Moses was looking after the flock of
Jethro, his father-in-law, priest of Midian. He led his flock
to the far side of the wilderness and came to Horeb, the
mountain of God. There the angel of the Lord appeared to
him in the shape of a flame of fire, coming from the
middle of a bush. Moses looked; there was the bush
blazing but it was not being burnt up. T must go and look
at this strange sight,” Moses said, ‘and see why the bush
is not burnt.”
