The Rainbow

The Rainbow is God’s signature to a treaty with humankind. On God’s part, material forces will never be
sent to annihilate human beings as a punishment for wrongdoing. On our part, as humans made in the
likeness of God, we are to image God’s rainbow relationship to nature.

This is the Divine Treaty basis of our responsibility for the environment. We undertake not to engage in
practices or support policies which could severely damage the fragile ecology which supports life on our
planet. The deforestation of the slopes of the Himalayas, leading to floods which kill thousands, is a
catastrophic example.
