REFLECTION by Fr Michael Tate

The Full Picture

We humans are created into the image of God. If our idea of God is wrong then we can imagine
ourselves in a way which is dangerously de-humanising.

If we think of God as solitary Being then we might imagine that the best way of being human is to
be solitary, self-sufficient, totally in-dependent of others. However, Jesus Christ revealed a
different way for the eyes of faith to see God.

He had a sense of the most intimate communion with ‘Abba’, Father, and he had such a close
relationship with the Holy Spirit that his very breathing on his disciples imparted this Breath of
God upon them. The early Church was forced to conclude that Being and Relationship were both
fundamentally primordial and true of the Tri-une God, or the Trinity for short.

Now, if we are created into this image of God, then our very existence needs to be relational for us
to be fully human in this life and the next. To be totally self-absorbed is to consign oneself to a
Hellish existence. To be open to communion with God, other human beings and the whole of
creation is to enjoy a Heavenly existence.

We can take a moment to pray to thank God for this revelation not granted to, or at least not
believed by, other great world religions. We thank Jesus Christ for satisfying our yearning to know
the truth about our Creator, and helping us to understand what it is to be fully human. May we
recall this every time we dip our fingers in the holy water font on entering a church, remembering
our baptism: In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.’

A message from Bishop Paul

Hello Everyone,

By now you have probably heard that there is to be a week of COVID lockdown
throughout Victoria from midnight tonight (Thursday May 27).

This will require adjustments in various areas of our lives, with limited reasons for leaving home
and the need to wear masks everywhere when we do leave home.

Most school students will need to switch to online learning for the week. Our Catholic Education
Office has provided information to schools about the arrangements to be made.

The following provisions apply to places of worship for the coming week.

No in-person gatherings are permitted. Broadcast services are allowed, with a maximum of five
people.

Funerals: A maximum of 10 people are allowed at funerals, plus those conducting the service.
Children under 12 months are not counted towards the cap of 10.

Weddings: Weddings are not permitted unless deportation or end-of-life reasons apply. If those
reasons do apply, the wedding gathering is limited to five people, including the two people getting
married, a celebrant, and two witnesses.

It is sad that, for the next week, we will not be able to gather in our parish churches as we usually
would. I pray that the week’s lockdown will be effective in curbing the spread of the virus and that
we will soon be able to resume our gatherings as parish communities. In the meantime, I
encourage you in your personal and family prayer at home. I also thank our priests and parish
teams for all they have done and all they will do to keep in touch with parishioners and to keep
parishioners in touch with one another. This can be by phone or via zoom or other online service. I
note also that we are able to leave home for purposes of “caregiving”. This would allow us to visit
the home of someone who requests a visit because they are unwell or otherwise in need of care. In
any such visits, of course, we would need to wear masks and take the usual COVID hygiene
precautions.

May the Holy Spirit guide us in our care for one another.
