Notes about Holy Communion from Bishop Paul Bird CsSR April 2023

| have concluded that it is not yet time to reintroduce the sharing of the chalice. While reception of Holy
Communion under both species of bread and wine is a fuller sign of our sharing in the banquet of Christ,
we can find reassurance in the teaching of the Council of Trent that the whole Christ, body and blood,
soul and divinity, is contained under each species. So, even when we simply receive the host, we are re-
ceiving the whole Christ.

In regard to the way of receiving the host, recognizing the continuing risks of the Covid pandemic, and
out of consideration for the health of all parishioners, | recommend reverent reception of the host in the
hand rather than reception on the tongue.

May our Communions draw us ever closer to Christ and strengthen our love and care for one another.

A reading from the Acts of the Apostles

We have eaten and drunk with him after his resurrec-

tion from the dead.
Peter addressed Cornelius and his household: ‘You
must have heard about the recent happenings in
Judaea; about Jesus of Nazareth and how he be-
gan in Galilee, after John had been preaching bap-
tism. God had anointed him with the Holy Spirit and
with power, and because God was with him, Jesus
went about doing good and curing all who had fall-
en into the power of the devil. Now I, and those with
me, can witness to everything he did throughout the
countryside of Judaea and in Jerusalem itself: and
also to the fact that they killed him by hanging him
on a tree, yet three days afterwards God raised him
to life and allowed him to be seen, not by the whole
people but only by certain withesses God had cho-
sen beforehand. Now we are those witnesses — we
have eaten and drunk with him after his resurrection
from the dead — and he has ordered us to proclaim
this to his people and to tell them that God has ap-
pointed him to judge everyone, alive or dead. It is to
him that all the prophets bear this witness: that all
who believe in Jesus will have their sins forgiven
through his name.’

Jn 20:1-9

A reading from the holy Gospel according to John
The teaching of scripture is that he must rise from the
dead.

It was very early on the first day of the week and

still dark, when Mary of Magdala came to the tomb.

She saw that the stone had been moved away from

the tomb and came running to Simon Peter and the

other disciple, the one Jesus loved. ‘They have tak-
en the Lord out of the tomb’ she said ‘and we don't
know where they have put him.’

So Peter set out with the other disciple to go to the
tomb. They ran together, but the other disciple, run-
ning faster than Peter, reached the tomb first; he
bent down and saw the linen cloths lying on the
ground, but did not go in. Simon Peter who was
following now came up, went right into the tomb,
saw the linen cloths on the ground, and also the
cloth that had been over his head; this was not with
the linen cloths but rolled up in a place by itself.
Then the other disciple who had reached the tomb
first also went in; he saw and he believed. Till this
moment they had failed to understand the teaching
of scripture, that he must rise from the dead.
