First Reading 
 

A reading from the prophet Isaiah 

The word that Isaiah son of Amos saw concerning 
Judah and Jerusalem.

 
In days to come the 

mountain of the Lord’s house shall be established 
as the highest of the mountains and shall be raised 
above the hills; all the nations shall stream to it.

Let us then throw off the works of darkness and 
put on the armour of light; let us walk decently 
as in the day, not in revelling and drunkenness, 
not in illicit sex and licentiousness, not in 
quarrelling and jealousy. Instead, put on the 
Lord Jesus Christ, and make no provision for 
the flesh, to gratify its desires.

Keep awake, therefore, for you 
do not know on what day your Lord is 
coming. But understand this: if the owner of the 
house had known in what part of the night the 
thief was coming, he would have stayed awake 
and would not have let his house be broken 
into. Therefore you also must be ready, for the 
Son of Man is coming at an hour you do not 
expect.
