GOSPEL                                       Mark 4:35-41
'Even the wind and the sea obey him'

With the coming of evening, Jesus said 
to his disciples, ?Let us cross over  to the 
other  side.? And leaving the crowd be-
hind they took him, just as he was, in 
the boat; and there were other  boats 
w ith him. Then i t began to blow  a gale 
and the waves were breaking into the 
boat so that i t was almost swamped. But 
he was in the stern, his head on the 

cushion, asleep. They woke him and 
said to him, ?Master , do you not care? 
We are going dow n!? And he woke up 
and rebuked the w ind and said to the 
sea, ?Quiet now ! Be calm!? And the w ind 
dropped, and al l  was calm again. Then 
he said to them, ?Why are you so fr ight-
ened? How  is i t that you have no fai th?? 
They were f i l led w ith awe and said to 
one another , ?Who can this be? Even the 
w ind and the sea obey him.?

CALM IN THE MIDST OF DIFFICULTY
Fr Francis Fernandez 

According to the Gospels, the Apostles, 
while sailing to the opposite shore as the 
Lord had instructed them, were on two oc-
casions caught by a storm on the Lake of 
Gennesareth. In the Gospel of today?s Mass 
St Mark tells us that Jesus was with them in 
the boat. He used the time to rest after a 
hard day?s preaching. He lay down in the 
stern, resting ?his head on the cushion,? ?  
probably a simple, coarse leather bag 
stuffed with rags or wool. That was the 
usual thing the sailors had on these boats. 
How the angels in Heaven would gaze 
upon their King and Lord as he recovered 
his strength, lying upon the hard deck 
planking! He who governs the Universe is 
stretched out there exhausted!

Meanwhile his disciples, many of them 
sailors, begin to feel the first squalls of the 
gathering storm. It soon falls on them, with 
tremendous force ... ?and the waves were 
breaking into the boat so that it was almost 
swamped.? They did what they could, but 
the seas grew higher and rougher and they 
were about to founder. Then as a last re-
sort they turn to Jesus. They wake him with 
a cry of distress. ?Master, do you not care? 
We are going down!?

The skill of those sea-hardened fishermen 
was not enough. Our Lord had to inter-
vene. ?And he woke up and rebuked the wind 
and said to the sea, ?Quiet now! Be calm!? And 

the wind dropped, and all was calm again.? 
Peace also entered the hearts of those 
frightened men.

Sometimes the storm arises around us or 
within us. And it seems that our frail craft 
cannot take any more. At times we have 
the impression that God is heedless of our 
fate. The waves are breaking over us: per-
sonal weaknesses, professional or financial 
difficulties that are beyond our manage-
ment, illness, problems with children or 
parents, the menace of calumny, a hostile 
environment, slander ... ?But if you live in 
the presence of God, high above the deafen-
ing storm, the sun will always be shining on 
you; and deep below the roaring and de-
structive waves, peace and calm will reign in 
your soul.? (St Josemaría Escrivá, The Forge.) 

God will never abandon us. We must go 
to him, using all the means we need to 
employ. At all times, tell Jesus with the con-
fidence of one who has taken him as his 
Master, and wants to follow him uncondi-
tionally, ?Lord, do not leave me!? And to-
gether with Him we will face up to those 
trials and surmount them. They will no 
longer be bitter, and we will not be dis-
mayed by the storms that blow.

Similarly, the Blessed Virgin will not leave 
us for an instant. ?If the winds of temptation 
arise, look to the Star of the Sea: call upon 
Mary! With her for a guide you will not go 
astray; invoke her and you will never lose 
heart; think of her, and you are safe from de-
ception. Under her protection you have noth-
ing to fear; if she walks before you, you will 
not grow weary; if she shows you favour, you 
will reach the goal.? (St Bernard of Clairvaux, 
Homilies on the Blessed Virgin Mary, 2.)
