Spiritual Testament of Pope Emeritus Benedict XVI, writ-
ten on 29 August 2006.

When, at this late hour of my life, | look back on the decades
| have wandered through, | see first of all how much reason |
have to give thanks. Above all, | thank God Himself, the giver
of all good gifts, who has given me life and guided me
through all kinds of confusion; who has always picked me up
when | began to slip, who has always given me anew the
light of his countenance. In retrospect, | see and understand
that even the dark and arduous stretches of this path were
for my salvation and that He guided me well in those very
stretches.

| thank my parents, who gave me life in difficult times and
prepared a wonderful home for me with their love, which
shines through all my days as a bright light until today. My
father’s clear-sighted faith taught us brothers and sisters to
believe and stood firm as a guide in the midst of all my sci-
entific

knowledge; my mother’s heartfelt piety and great kindness
remain a legacy for which | cannot thank

her enough. My sister has served me selflessly and full of
kind concern for decades; my brother has always paved the
way for me with the clear-sightedness of his judgements,
with his powerful determination, and with the cheerfulness of
his heart; without this ever-new going ahead and going
along, | would not have been able to find the right path.

| thank God from the bottom of my heart for the many friends,
men and women, whom He has always placed at my side;
for the co-workers at all stages of my path; for the teachers
and students He has given me. | gratefully entrust them all to
His goodness. And | would like to thank the Lord for my
beautiful home in the Bavarian foothills of the Alps, in which |
was able to see the splendour of the Creator Himself shining
through time and again. | thank the people of my homeland
for allowing me to experience the beauty of faith time and
again. | pray that our country will remain a country of faith
and | ask you, dear compatriots, not to let your faith be dis-
tracted. Finally, | thank God for all the beauty | was able to
experience during the various stages of my journey, but es-
pecially in Rome and in Italy, which has become my second
home.

| ask for forgiveness from the bottom of my heart from all
those whom | have wronged in some way.

What | said earlier of my compatriots, | now say to all who
were entrusted to my service in the Church:

Stand firm in the faith! Jesus Christ is truly the Way, the
Truth, and the Life — and the Church, in all her shortcomings,
is truly His Body.

Finally, | humbly ask: pray for me, so that the Lord may admit
me to the eternal dwellings, despite all

my sins and shortcomings. For all those entrusted to me, my



‘Where is the infant king of the Jews?’ they
asked. ‘“We saw his star as it rose and have
come to do him homage.” When King Herod
heard this he was perturbed, and so was the
whole of Jerusalem. He called together all the
chief priests and the scribes of the people, and
enquired of them where the Christ was to be
born. ‘At Bethlehem in Judaea,” they told him
‘for this is what the prophet wrote:

And you, Bethlehem, in the land of Judah,

you are by no means least among the leaders

of Judah,

for out of you will come a leader

who will shepherd my people Israel.”
Then Herod summoned the wise men to see
him privately. He asked them the exact date on
which the star had appeared, and sent them on
to Bethlehem. ‘Go and find out all about the
child,” he said ‘and when you have found him,
let me know, so that I too may go and do him
homage.” Having listened to what the king had
to say, they set out. And there in front of them
was the star they had seen rising; it went forward
and halted over the place where the child was.
The sight of the star filled them with delight,
and going into the house they saw the child with
his mother Mary, and falling to their knees they
did him homage. Then, opening their treasures,
they offered him gifts of gold and frankincense
and myrrh. But they were warned in a dream
not to go back to Herod, and returned to their
own country by a different way:.

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QUEST FORTRUTH

Truth, like greatness, can come to us in a
variety of ways. Some search for it and others
have it thrust upon them. What brought
the wise men from afar on such a journey of
great adventure, risk and discovery? They
were indeed people seeking the truth, and
even more importantly, they were open to
the new and unexpected ways in which that
truth came to them. As they brought gifts of
gold, frankincense and myrrh, the vision of
that great prophet Isaiah is fulfilled. He knew
that the call that Israel had received was one
destined to be shared by all humanity, united
in its worship of the living God. As a reward
for their tireless quest for the truth, the
wise men receive the gift of knowledge and
understanding. It is not so with Herod. The
truth is most unwelcome and is thrust upon
him. The message of the astrologers from the
East is decidedly unsettling for Herod: if this
child is the newborn king of the Jews what

will be Herod’s status in the future?

Paul too has travelled, searched and wrestled
with the truth that God wishes to be proclaimed
to the world. It is a message that has the power
to both liberate and discomfort. Gentiles who
accept Jesus now share the same promises and
inheritance as the people of Israel. They are
part of the same body. Jewish Christians had
to deal with the fact that what had been their
exclusive privilege was now extended to the
Gentiles and that this too was part of God’s

plan to be graciously accepted.
