Did You Know?

Points of interest and Catholic lore

* The meaning of the word advocate is ‘one who is
summoned to help another.

* Another term commonly used for the Holy Spirit is
Paraclete, which comes from a Greek term meaning
‘called to the side of * and so has the same meaning as
advocate.

* In the Hebrew Scriptures, peace was one of the
distinguishing marks of the time of the Messiah—a time
when swords would be made into ploughshares (Isaiah 2:4)
and the wolf would live with the lamb (/saiah 11:6) Jesus’
gift of peace confirms that he is the longed-for Messiah
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
