SYMBOLS AND IMAGES
In the Scriptures, the desert or the wilderness is a place of
great deprivation and hardship. We sometimes hear of people
undergoing a ‘dark night of the soul’ or a ‘desert experience’. It
can be a time of testing. Often these experiences, however,
lead to a new understanding of God or a renewed faith, in
much the same way that God led God’s people through the
wilderness to the Promised Land.

DID YOU KNOW?

*Numbers are often significant in the Bible. The number
forty denotes an extended period. Thus in the story of Noah,
rain falls for forty days; the Israelites wandered for forty years
in the desert; and both Elijah and Moses fast for forty days
before an encounter with God.

*Lent, a time of fasting, prayer and giving for all Christians,
also runs for forty days and is a special time of final
preparation for people who will be receiving the sacraments at
Easter.
