The Parishes of St. Aloysius and St. James are committed to the well-being of its parishioners. As such we are
embarking on a journey to develop and implement processes and protocols which aim to ensure all members of
our parishes, but in particular children and vulnerable adults, participate in Parish life in a safe, caring and
protective environment.
