WELCOME THE MARGINALISED: POPE IN-
VITES REFUGEES UP ON STAGE 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Flanked 
by a group of refugees, Pope Francis has 
appealed to Christians at his weekly general 
audience to care for and welcome those 
whom society often excludes, reports the 
Catholic News Service.  

"Today I'm accompanied by these young 
men. Many people think they would have 
been better off if they had stayed in their 
homelands, but they were suffering so much 
there. They are our refugees, but many peo-
ple consider them excluded. Please, they are 

REFLECTION 
Today we consider some of the per-
sonal difficulties we might have to 
face as disciples. First, there is no part
-time discipleship. Our commitment 
must be wholehearted and complete. 
We must have a willing attitude that 
frees us interiorly from all other con-
cerns so that we might be able to fol-
low Christ regardless of our state in 
life or our occupation. This attitude of 
commitment comes not merely from our 
own generosity of heart but from our 
having been transformed into Christ 
through faith and baptism. 
 

We may face conflicts when our vari-
ous allegiances seem to clash. We 
may have family responsibilities. 
There are children to raise, elderly 
parents or infirm relatives to care for. 
What does discipleship require of us? 
We all must earn a living. Are we 
expected to leave our employment to 
follow Jesus? And if so, what then will 
we do? All disciples must face the inte-
rior struggle caused by the conflict of 
legitimate responsibilities. 
 

The freedom of which Paul speaks 
comes with genuine love. If, out of 
love, we can negotiate successfully 
these conflicts caused by competing 
responsibilities, without compromising 
our total commitment to Christ, we will 
find a new kind freedom. This is the 
freedom that enables us to be faithful 
to both sets of responsibilities accord-
ing to the proper priority. We will see 
that commitment to Christ is primary 
and the circumstances of our lives with 
the accompanying responsibilities set 
the parameters within which we live 
out our commitment. It is not in opposi-
tion with these responsibilities or de-
spite them, but by means of or through 
them that we live out our discipleship. 
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our brothers," the Pope said at the audience 
yesterday. 

The group, holding a banner that stated 
"Refugees for a better future together," 
caught the Pope's attention as he was mak-
ing his way to the stage in St Peter's Square. 
He signalled them to come forward and in-
structed aides to allow them to sit in the 
shade on the stage. 

In his main talk, Francis discussed the Gospel 
story of the leper who begged Jesus to heal 
him, saying: "Lord, if you wish, you can make 
me clean." 

He noted that the leper not only asked to be 
"purified" in both body and heart, but also 
broke the law by entering the city to find 
Jesus in search of healing. 

"Everything this man - who was considered 
impure - says and does is an expression of 
his faith!" the Pope said. "This faith is the 
strength that allowed him to break every 
convention and try to meet with Jesus and, 
kneeling before him, call him 'Lord'." 

The leper's plea, he continued, serves as a 
lesson to Christians that "when we present 
ourselves to Jesus, long speeches aren't nec-
essary" and that there is no place to feel 
safe other than with God and his infinite 
mercy. 

Jesus' act of touching and healing the leper, 
an action forbidden by the law of Moses, is 
also an example for all Christians in helping 
the poor, the sick and the marginalised, the 
Pope continued.
