wide openò is the 
proper stance for 
gospel people. The 
little parable that is 
the gospel reading 
for this first Sunday 
of the new liturgical 
year forms the con-
clusion to Markôs 
so-called apocalyp-
tic discourse. Apoc-
alyptic literature emerged within Judaism in the context of crisis 
or persecution. It was intended to provide hope in the midst of 
disaster: Godôs coming can reverse the sufferings of the pre-
sent. The Markan discourse is delivered as a farewell teaching 
to the inner circle of Jesusô disciples. The concluding verse indi-
cates that it is intended for a wider audience, however: ñwhat I 
say to you, I say to allé.ò Like Peter, James, and John, Chris-
tian disciples through the ages are invited to stay awake, to be 
on the lookout, to be alert.  

This cycle of the liturgical year begins and ends with 
Mark 13 and a focus on the end of the present order of things. It 
may seem strange to begin the year with such a reflection. Is 
Advent not a time of preparation for Christmas, for the coming of 
the Christ child into the world? Mark has no account of the birth 
of Jesus. His gospel begins with the immediate preparation for 
the adult ministry of Jesus. From the very outset, his interest is 
in the coming of Godós reign of justice and compassion. That is, 
in fact, what Advent is about: living in hopeful expectation that 
Godôs dream for a transformed world might be realised.  

The parable of the watchful gatekeeper forms the con-
clusion to a farewell discourse that the Markan Jesus addresses 
to his disciples. The disciples are told to be alert and watchful 
through the four watches of the Roman night: in the evening, at 
midnight, at cockcrow, and at dawn. The parable thus foreshad-
ows aspects of Jesusô suffering that was to be compounded by 
the abandonment of his closest friends. Peter, James, and John 
will fall asleep in Gethsemane. The disciples will all disperse 
and Peter will deny him. We find our own experience mirrored in 
that of the disciples. It is easy to lose hope in the face of over-
whelming violence and even to lose focus.  

Advent is about recognising our own tendency to be 
less than vigilant and even to turn away when our presence is 
most needed. It is about allowing the grace of God to take hold 
in our hearts, keeping us watchful for the sake of those on the 
edge and for the sake of a regenerated Earth. Most of us would 
agree that our Earth communities are in crisis. We need to be 
alert to causes as well as to consequences so that the cycles of 
violence might eventually be broken. Our gospel asks no less of 
us.

CHURCH CONFIRMED AS ONE OF 
NATIONôS LARGEST EMPLOYERS

Bishop Gerard Holohan and acting ACCER chair 
Tony Farley with the report (ACBC) 
Almost 220,000 people work in Catholic organisa-
tions across the country, a new report has found, the 
ACBC Media Blog reports. The report confirms the 
Churchôs place as one of the largest employers in 
Australia. 
Bunbury Bishop Gerard Holohan, Bishopsô Delegate 
for Employment Relations, said those working in 
Catholic ministries ï small and large ï are carrying 
on the work of Jesus. 
ñThe Catholic Church in Australia today continues 
the mission of Christ to humanity. This includes its 
organisations which minister to the poor and the 
sick; to the elderly and those struggling to find work; 
to Indigenous people and the homeless,ò he said. 
ñThere are organisations ministering to immigrants 
and refugees; those needing school and tertiary edu-
cation; those addicted to drugs, and their families; 
those preparing for marriage and those needing 
marriage counselling; those needing the range of 
pastoral care services and those needing ótime outô 
from the stresses of todayôs pressures.ò 
The new report, Our Work Matters, was launched 
yesterday at Mary MacKillop Place in North Sydney. 
The document, produced by the Pastoral Research 
Office of the Australian Catholic Bishops Confer-
ence, is the most comprehensive report of its kind. 
Bishop Holohan wrote in the publicationôs foreword 
that the new research confirms the Churchôs vast 
contribution to Australian society. 
ñWe now have a clearer understanding of when and 
where Church organisations operate and what im-
pact they have on systems and services, communi-
ties and individuals,ò Bishop Holohan said. 
ñThe survey findings help us see how notions of the 
common good, human dignity, solidarity and a pref-
erential option for the poor can be made real through 
our people and organisations.ò 
Bishop Holohan said lay people are now overwhelm-
ingly leading the way in Catholic health and aged 
care, education, social services and other organisa-
tions are carrying on the work of religious women 
and men and clergy. 
The report found that 77 per cent of those who work 
for the Church are women, and that education, 
health and aged care account for 84 per cent of 
those working on behalf of the Church.
