For this
to happen, processes for wide consultation and listening across
the entire Australian Church will be needed. Everyone is invited
to reflect on the question: “What do you think God is asking of
us in Australia?”

The synodal process has three stages: preparation, celebration
and implementation. The Ballarat Diocese will commence the
preparation stage after Easter with Praying towards 2020. Over

in prayer to invoke the Holy Spirit to guide us. Twelve
Redemptorist priests will lead something of a mini mission in
the Diocese, with one of them spending a week in the
Bungaree/Gordon parishes: 21-27 April.
