The man 
must be taken to Aaron, the priest, or to one of the 
priests who are his sons.  

óThe man is leprous: he is unclean. The priest must 
declare him unclean; he is suffering from leprosy of 
the head. A man infected with leprosy must wear his 
clothing torn and his hair disordered; he must shield 
his upper lip and cry, ñUnclean, uncleanò. As long as 
the disease lasts he must be unclean; and therefore 
he must live apart; he must live outside the camp.ô

A leper came to Jesus and pleaded on his knees: óIf 
you want toô he said óyou can cure me.ô Feeling sorry 
for him, Jesus stretched out his hand and touched 
him. óOf course I want to!ô he said. óBe cured!ô And 
the leprosy left him at once and he was cured. Jesus 
immediately sent him away and sternly ordered him, 
óMind you say nothing to anyone, but go and show 
yourself to the priest, and make the offering for your 
healing prescribed by Moses as evidence of your re-
covery.ô The man went away, but then started talking 
about it freely and telling the story everywhere, so 
that Jesus could no longer go openly into any town, 
but had to stay outside in places where nobody lived. 
Even so, people from all around would come to him. 

REFLECTION by Greg Sunter 

It is hard to imagine a person in 1st Century Pales-
tine who would be more of an outcast from society 
than the leper. Unfortunately, any form of skin dis-
ease was categorised as leprosy (known as Han-
senôs disease today). It was regarded as one of the 
greatest forms of uncleanliness and seen as a physi-
cal manifestation of Godôs punishment on the person.  

For a person like this to even approach Jesus is a 
huge risk and an enormous act of faith. He trusts that 
Jesus will not reject him like everybody else in his life 
has done. His request to Jesus is almost a demand; 
it is certainly filled with an utter conviction of Jesusô 
ability and good will: óif you want to, you can cure 
meô. Jesusô reaction is one of equally strong emotion 
ï he is so moved by this manôs plight that he reaches 
out his hand and touches the man. To touch a person 
with leprosy was to break every rule of the clean/
unclean social structure that dominated Jewish socie-
ty. In this one action, Jesus challenges the entire ba-
sis on which Jewish society is constructed ï the puri-
ty code. For Jesus to touch this man, according to 
the purity code, is to become unclean himself. But 
Jesus ignores these social rules and responds out of 
love and heals the man with word and action. Howev-
er, Jesus knows that if the man is to be accepted 
back into society he needs to conform to the rules 
that dominate his world. He must present himself to 
the local priest who is the only one with the authority 
to declare someone cured of their disease and thus 
able to become ritually clean and welcome back into 
worship and back into everyday life.         É Greg Sunter
