**The 87-year-old Pope is expected to cover more than 32,000 kms during his September 2-13 visit to 
Indonesia, Papua New Guinea, Timor-Leste, and Singapore. The Pope said subjecting himself too the  
rigours of such a long trip “is an act of humility before the Lord who calls us – an act of humility and  
obedience to the mission.” Pope Francis “wants to encourage Catholics in all the contexts in which  
they find themselves.”  “Asia is home to two-thirds of the world’s population. The majority of these people 
are poor. And there are many baptisms among the poor. Pope Francis knows that there are many poor in 
those areas, and among the poor there is an attraction to the figure of Jesus and to the Gospel, even in the 
midst of war, persecution and conflict.”

our hearts to the cry of the Earth and of the victims of environmental disasters and the climate crisis, 
 making a personal commitment to care for the world, we inhabit.
