Having completed their sacrament of Reconciliation, your child will now move on to prepare for their first 
Eucharist.  This preparation begins with a compulsory Parent Information Session on Thursday April 30th.  
You can choose between a 10.30 am session or a 6 pm session, both will be held in the parish hall. 

On the weekend following the Parent Information Session, your child will be required to attend one of our 
parish Masses, where they will be presented to the parish community.  At this Mass they will also receive 
their preparation booklets.  Masses on that weekend (May 2nd and 3rd) will be held at the following times 
and places: 

Saturday May 2nd – St. Alipius’ Church, Ballarat East – 5pm (please note the time change) 

Sunday May 3rd – St. Alipius’ Church, Ballarat East  – 9 am 

Sunday May 3rd – Ss. Peter & Paul’s Church, Buninyong – 10.30 am 

Following a period of preparation with their families the children will receive the Sacrament of Eucharist for 
the first time at one of the following Masses.  A Trybooking Link will be made available following the 
Parent Information Sessions to allow you to choose you preferred day and time for your child’s first 
Eucharist. 

Celebration of First Eucharist will be during parish Masses as follows: 
May 30th  St. Alipius 5 pm 
May 31st   Ss. Peter & Paul’s 10.30 am 
 
June 6th  St. Alipius 5 pm 
June 7th  Ss. Peter & Paul 10.30 am 
 
June 13th  St. Alipius 5 pm 
June 14th   St. Alipius 10.30 am 

 

Children do not require a sponsor for Eucharist but will require their stole which should be worn on the day.
